Title.

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Immigration, Asylum and Refugee
Act (Amendment) Regulations 2016.

Commencement.
2. These Regulations come into operation on the day of publication.
Amendment of Act.
3. The Immigration, Asylum and Refugee Act is amended by inserting the
following section after the heading “PART IV EEA NATIONALS AND
FAMILY MEMBERS, SWISS POSTED WORKERS”-

“Personsto whom this Part applies.

55ZA. This Part applies to EEA nationals who move to or reside in

Gibraltar having earlier moved from or resided in an EEA
State, and to-
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€) family members (as defined in Article 2 of Directive
2004/38) who accompany or join them;

(b) any other family member or person to whom Article
3(2) of Directive 2004/38 applies.”.
